GUIDELINES FOR APPLICATIONS 

Section A: General
1 Participation in AESOTOPE is by invitation only.

2 Only high or secondary school science students between the ages of 15 and 16 years old, who are nationals of the 25 countries in Asia and Europe that are members of the Asia-Europe Meeting (ASEM) dialogue, are eligible to apply to participate in the programme.

3 All applications must be from teams comprising two students and a teacher-advisor each (hereinafter referred to as “Project Teams”).
 Applications from individuals will not be considered.

4 All applications must be submitted using the prescribed form attached and in English.

Section B: AESOTOPE Science Project
5 Each application must contain a detailed description of the scientific experiment or a hands-on exhibit/object (hereinafter referred to as the “AESOTOPE Science Project”) that the Project Team propose to showcase at the Le Meraviglie della Scienza (The Marvels of Science) Exhibition.  

6 The AESOTOPE Science Project should:

(a) feature an interactive demonstration of the marvels of science that is closely associated with the country of origin, e.g. discoveries that had been made by scientists from that country;

(b) demonstrate the unique natural history of the country (e.g. geology, flora and fauna);

(c) be a showcase of major science-based activities or industries that are important for the country’s economic development (e.g. water conservation, ICT application, power generation, industrial production, extraction industries, etc); or

(d) reflect the theme of the Genoa Science Festival 2004, “The Exploration”, or the theme of Genoa as the European Capital of Culture in 2004, “Genoa as the Capital of the Sea”.

7 All applications should be accompanied by at least two photographs or other visual representations of the proposed AESOTOPE Science Projects.

Section C: Pre-Screening 

8 Applications from each ASEM country must be sent to and pre-screened by the corresponding National Selection Committee, if one has been established.

9 The composition of the National Selection Committee will be determined by each ASEM country.  However, it is recommended that the committee includes suitably qualified representatives from the ministry of education or the agency responsible for secondary education, as well as national institutions responsible for the promotion of science and technology and science education.

10 The National Selection Committee is also free to determine its working method when evaluating applications. However, in making its selection, the National Selection Committee is advised to take into cognisance Section B of these guidelines.    

11 The National Selection Committee is requested to shortlist between two to five applications for the consideration of the AESOTOPE Committee of Scientific Advisors.  The Project Teams so selected will be regarded as the nominations of the National Selection Committee.  

12 For ASEM countries that have no National Selection Committee, pre-screening of applications from these countries will be conducted by the Istituto Nazionale per la Fisica della Materia (INFM), in consultation with the Ministry of Education, Italy, and the Asia-Europe Foundation (ASEF). 

13 Applications from countries without National Selection Committees should be submitted to the INFM at aesotope@infm.it and ASEF at info@aec.asef.org .

Section D: Final Selection 

14 The nominations of the National Selection Committees (or in their absence, the INFM) will be evaluated by the AESOTOPE Committee of Scientific Advisors.  The committee shall comprise three scientists from Asia and three scientists from Europe. Members of the committee are not only internationally reputable scientists, but also have extensive experience in activities to promote public awareness of science and technology and science education among young people.

15 The Committee of Scientific Advisors has been requested to submit its recommendations on Project Teams to be invited to participate in AESOTOPE to the organisers, ASEF and INFM.  Final selection will be decided upon by ASEF and INFM on the basis of these recommendations.

Section E: Schedule

16 All applications must reach the National Selection Committee (or INFM) by 30 April 2004.

17 All nominations by the National Selection Committees and INFM (where applicable) should be submitted in writing, together with the duly-completed application forms and project descriptions, to the following address by 30 May 2004:

Section F: AESOTOPE Special Awards 

21 All AESOTOPE Science Projects exhibited at the Le Meraviglie della Scienza Exhibition will be evaluated by the Committee of Scientific Advisors.

22 Student members of Project Teams responsible for the three most outstanding science projects, as recommended by the Committee of Scientific Advisors, will be conferred the AESOTOPE Special Awards, in recognition of the excellence of their projects.  

23 The AESOTOPE Special Awards will each comprise a special citation, a commemorative trophy/plaque and a cash prize of Euro 500.
